See I am doing a new
thing! Now it springs up; do you not perceive it? I am making a way in the
desert and streams in the wasteland. Isaiah 43:18-19
This scripture has almost been a theme here at the Healing Rooms in the early part
of this month with many visitors being encouraged and inspired to look to the new
thing(s) that Jesus is doing in their lives.  We continue to receive feedback and
positive  comments  about  the  presence  of  God  here  in  the  offices  as  well  as
testimonies of the Lord’s healing power at work in those who come.

His Word is Truth. It brings life to all those who hear it and health to our bodies,
souls and spirits. If Jesus said it we can count on it, so we fully expect to lay hands
on the sick and see them recover  in ever  increasing numbers.  No sickness,  no
disease, no ailment, no ‘syndrome’ is a mystery to Jesus, so we continue to trust
Him and Him alone for healing.
